Job Interview Questions and Guide

These are questions you may be asked in an interview for a job, college or military service.  Think about how you would answer them and practice with a friend.

· Tell me about yourself – what are your passions, what has your education (in and out of school) been like, what are your skills? (Be aware of confrontational/uncomfortable issues; ask about mentoring, volunteering, community service, etc.)

· What are your strengths and weaknesses? (Discuss all your skills and education and where you lack experience but would like to gain some.)

· Why should I hire you? (What are your positive working attributes?)

· What do you think of your previous boss/job experience? (Don’t burn your bridges!)

· Where do you want to be 5-10 years from now? (Think of loyalties, creativity, and how you want to grow.)

· Do you have any questions for me/us? (Ask about the job, company and other details but not the salary [call HR for salary details or ask on your second interview].  Be sure to check their website or any printed materials ahead of time so that you can be aware and informed![image: image1.png]
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
